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Course Description: This course discusses recent research on the agricultural and industrial
sectors in developing economies. The first half of the course covers topics related to the agricultural
sector, such as technology adoption, trade, contracting, and credit constraints. The second half
covers topics related to industrial development, such as misallocation, credit and finance, trade,
contract enforcement, management practices, and industrial policy.

Prerequisites: Econ 7100 and Econ 7110 and Econ 7200 and Econ 7210 and Econ 7300 and Econ
7310.

Assessment: There will be no final exam in this course. Assessment will be based on one referee
report, two problem sets, and a research proposal.
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
